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President’s Address
Zone Strike 13 – This year we had 85 participants from 7 houses making $160 for the zone plus $130 from the 50/50 draw

The joint fundraiser between Merivale and Walkley at the Independent Grocer made about $200 for each centre.  They’re planning on doing it again next year, hopefully before the beginning of the season.  The reason why they were able to do this at the Independent Grocer as opposed to other grocery stores is because most grocery stores are owned by the chain or corporation where the Independent Grocer is a franchisee.  So if you want to be hold a raffle like this you might be able to do it at one of those stores.
Michelle Balcombe secured a sponsorship for the zone from AAE (Aircraft Appliances Equipment Ltd.) this year and next couple of years.  They will give the zone $2000 and in return we will have their logo on the zone shirts, they will be mentioned in announcements at tournaments and they have a link on the YBC Zone site (http://www.geocities.com/ottawaybc/).
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Review of Minutes

Andrew re-capped the minutes from September and the minutes were accepted without changes (motion by Ann, 2nd by Shirley)
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Treasurer’s Report (Lise)

Lise read through the balance sheet, we had a starting balance of $10539.52 (we started with more this year because we didn’t have to spend any money last year for the Provincials).  We had $5265.20, including the $2000 from AAE and $1307 from the hockey ticket raffle, for a total of $15804.  We’ve had $3360.92 of expenses leaving the balance at $12443.80 with $8586.80 in the National Account.  The balance includes a $5000 GIC that we have invested to earn some extra interest.

The balance sheet will be included with the minutes.

Also with the extra sponsorship money we have set the amount back to $100 per player ($600 total) for the Senior mixed team.

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Zone Rep’s Report (Steve)

4 Steps – If there are any changes in the number of Combo teams that each centre is sending let Steve know ASAP

High-Low Doubles – Let Steve know the number of teams per centre, the tournament is Feb. 22 in Orleans.

4 Steps Singles – Went very well, there were some comments about it actually being boring. 

NCCP Certification – The cost of the courses will be reduced to $50 (Steve to confirm) from $75.  

If you are currently certified and you’ve completed the Intro to Competition A & B at Algonquin College then your ethics component will be covered for your certification.  As a reminder all current Level 1 and 2 coaches you have to take the ethics portion of the new NCCP program in order to keep your certification.  Steve is working on finding a location to conduct the course before the end of the season.

Volunteer Dinner – Please send your names of recipients to Steve by Feb. 15th.  Please send the names of any volunteers that have 25 years or more to Steve as well as any coaches who have a milestone anniversary (5, 10, 15, 20… years contributing to YBC) ASAP.  Also need to know the number of people attending the volunteer dinner by March 14th.
Bill MacKenzie Tournament – Date switched to May 3rd at Orleans because of the lack of lane availability.  Steve will talk to Rob to see if it would be possible to switch venues instead of dates as Merivale has their banquet on that day.
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Old Business (Andrew)
Hockey Raffle ticket sales $1307 – Thanks to everyone who sold tickets the name of the winner will be posted on the YBC web site.

Also the person who will receive your proxy needs to bring a printout of the email to the meeting.
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New Business (Andrew)

Elections – The positions of Vice President and Treasurer are up for election at the next meeting in April.  If you or anyone in your centre is interested in running for either of these two positions on the council then that person must be in attendance at the next meeting so that a vote can take place.  Both of the current people in those positions agreed that if no one runs against them that they would continue in their respective capacities.

Status of the bowling centres – Andrew asked about whether registrations were up or down for each centre. The number of registrations is down for Walkley, about the same for Orleans and up for Merivale, West Park and Opeongo.  We don’t know the rest since they weren’t in attendance or the program director was absent.  It was reported that Opeongo may be closed down.  There were some rumours about West Park closing as well but Marlene said that they should be staying open for at least the next 5 years.  The status of Vanier is unknown as is Arnprior and Carleton Place.
It was suggested that the chocolate bars that we sell might be easier to sell at $2/box instead of $3 since there is so much competition with the schools selling them at that price.  Another suggestion was to change the minimum number of chocolates to sell.  Steve will bring up the subject at the Zone Rep meeting.

Raffle Tickets – If you need more tickets you can email Steve or Lise to get them.  Andrew wants to re-iterate how important the raffle ticket sales are to the zone as it is our biggest income provider for the year.  The more tickets we sell, the more we can give to our kids to send them to tournaments.  Please return your raffle tickets by March 14th or 15th so that they can be separated before the Volunteer banquet.
