Call to Order

Called to order by Michelle Balcombe who was chair in place of the president Andrew Flynn who was absent.  2:08 PM

Review of Agenda

Agenda was accepted with no additions.

President’s Address

Michelle introduced herself and welcomed everybody.

Review of Minutes from April

The minutes were accepted with no changes.

Motion to accept minutes – Marlene, Marie (2nd)

Treasurers Report (Lise)

Financial Report – See attached – Motion to accept report Marlene, Marie (2nd)
Budget – We will have an estimated $6400 of income and $6435 in expenses (after the changes as below)

Senior Mixed – The zone will not be paying to rent a van this year since there was a lack of use last year.  Most of the kids travel with their parents instead of the van.  This will save the zone approximately $200.  Vote: majority voted to stop renting the van.  Parents will be responsible for the transportation to and from the tournament.
4-Steps Provincials – Because there will be 2 extra coaches that will be going to provincials it was suggested that the amount given to teams to travel to provincials be reduced to $75 from $100 to cover the extra expense.  Vote: majority voted to reduce the amount given to the team members and coaches.

Names on shirts – It was suggested that the zone stop putting names on the zone shirts since we are losing both shirts and money due to the fact that spelling mistakes and other problems (names on the wrong shirts, etc.) keep occurring. It was also suggested that if the bowling centre proprietor or the YBC wants to put the names on the shirts that they pay for it.  This will save the zone $275 (approx.) and will allow for the shirts to be delivered to the centre earlier.  Vote: majority voted to let the bowling centre take care of the names on the shirts as they see fit.

Zone Representative Address

Tournaments 

1) A new version of the tournament schedule will be sent out with the addition of the Strike 13 in November.

2) Senior Mixed – 9:30 registration, 10:00 start October 26th, $25 registration, 5 games.  Top 3 boys and top 3 girls (scratch) make up the mixed team.

4-Steps

1) Everybody should know about the changes to the 4-Steps format this year with the addition of boys and girls Combo teams. Centres are allowed to send multiple Combo teams.

2) The centres for the team events in February may have to be switched around depending on the number of Combo teams that are registered. So as soon as the Program Directors know how many spots they will be buying let Steve know so that he can confirm the centres.
3) Within the next couple of years all coaches for 4-Steps will have to be certified at Community Level (level 1).  Steve is now a certified facilitator and will be arranging to have courses set up.  The cost will be $75 and the duration of the course is 7 hours. A letter requesting a grandfather clause has been sent to the CAC to allow coaches who currently have their level 1 or 2 be allowed to take the ethics portion of the course only to be certified at the Community level.  Currently certified Level 2 coaches will then have 1 year to take the ethics portion test online to complete their Introduction to Competitive level.  They will only have 2 chances to pass the test, if they fail twice then they will be required to take the complete course.
Old Business

Re-cap of elections in April.  Andrew Flynn and Karen Quesnel were appointed as President and Secretary since elections could not be held since a majority of the centres were not present.

Elections for Vice President and Treasurer will be held in April 2009.  We will discuss this more at the next meeting in January.
New Business

Andrew sent a list of things (attached) that he would like to have discussed as well as a verbal request to know whether or not if either the program directors or supervisors are calling bowlers that have not returned.

Merivale and Walkley are holding a joint fundraiser at Moncion’s Independent Grocer in Riverside South on October 4th and 5th from noon until 5 PM each day.  See attached Word document for more information.  

United Church Bake Sale – A table has been reserved for the Zone on October 11th we need people to man the table and to provide the baked goods to sell.  All of the participating centres will receive a share of the proceeds.

An email will be sent out to see what how many centres would be interested in participating in a second raffle for the Zone.  This raffle will be for box tickets to a Senators game in December. More information will be sent out.
It was proposed that bowling centres that are unable to send representatives to attend the zone meetings be able to have a representative from another centre be able to vote on their behalf.  This is a little different than what Andrew had proposed in his attachment.  So if you want somebody to vote on your house’s behalf let them know and also let one of the members of the executive (Andrew, Michelle, Lise, Steve or Karen) know in advance of the meeting.

Rob MacKenzie let us know about another idea for fundraising that Orleans uses.  They have a deal with a pizzeria where they hand out coupons for pizza and for every pizza that is bought using the coupon $3 goes back to Orleans.
