Call to order

Review of agenda (Andrew)

There were no additions to the agenda.

President’s address (Andrew)
4-Steps – Everything went very well even with the stormy weather that we had.  There weren’t many people who didn’t show up to play.  The Province people were very pleased with the way things were run.
Volunteer Awards Banquet – The food was great but the number of participants was disappointing.  A total of 73 people attended.  There was a discussion about the various reasons why attendance is dropping.  The most obvious is because there aren’t as many coaches because there aren’t as many children bowling locally as well as provincially and nationally.

Zone Representative’s Address
Tournaments
1) Family Twosome – There were more people this year than last year.  Three of the four winning teams were from Petewawa the Junior team was from Walkley.  Steve is planning to keep the tournament there next year.
2) 4-Steps – Went very well
3) Bowler of the Year – May 3rd Smiths Falls – Some houses sent names but not averages to Steve.  He needs the averages ASAP.
Other Information
· The raffle tickets are the biggest fund raiser that we have as a Zone.  We have to stress that every centre should sell as many as possible or we will run out of money and won’t be able to send kids to Provincials.  The goal is to sell enough tickets to cover the cost of sending a whole contingent to Provincials for the 4-Steps every year.  Steve made a suggestion to sell more tickets by approaching leagues and asking them to sell a few books for the YBC.

· Andrew was approached at the volunteer banquet with an idea to have another raffle for Senators tickets before Christmas and continue to have the cash raffle after Christmas.  People may show more interest in a hockey game than the cash prizes since we’ve been selling the raffle tickets for so long.  Steve said that he would look into the possibility of getting another raffle going with this idea.

· Marlene asked about the special $2 assessment that was supposed to be paid this year.  The proprietors were supposed to have received the bill for the $2 assessment fee.  The fee next year will be $5.

· There was also some confusion about the forms for the National Fund awards and incentive prizes.  The forms are separate so it might be confusing to the people who are ordering the incentive prizes and crests.  If you are missing any forms email Lise and she will send you a copy.
Motion to accept the Zone Rep report (1st Caroline, 2nd Michelle)

Old Business (Various)
1) New fund raising ideas – see hockey tickets raffle in the Zone Rep report.
2) Ways to increase registrations – Andrew will be approaching the Independent Grocer to see if we can set up a registration table in the front of store.  Most places require liability insurance before they will let you set up this type of booth so he will find out if they require this insurance as well.


New Business (Various)
1) Election of President – There weren’t enough representatives present to vote for president and nobody else put their names forward for consideration.  Andrew has agreed to continue in the role of President.  Andrew was appointed President for the next term.
2) Election of Secretary – Same as president.  Karen agreed to continue in the role of Secretary.  Karen was appointed Secretary for the next term.

3) Out of zone tournaments – Lise tried to figure out some way that we would be able to help with all out of town tournaments but if we were to do that we wouldn’t have enough to send our contingent to Provincials.  4-Steps is the primary concern for the Zone so we don’t want to jeopardize our ability to send our players.  We will continue to look at requests for help on a case by case basis.  

4) Cynthia Herman sent a suggestion via Michelle to change the Volunteer Award banquet into more of a bowling party rotating the location each year and having food brought it.  Most of the people present said that they didn’t think that they would participate in an event like that and that they would prefer to have an evening out with a nice dinner.
5) Terry suggested that we should keep a running tally of years of service for all of our volunteers in the zone.  Steve agreed that was what he was aiming for when he gave out the awards at the banquet.  So if all Program Directors could supply a list of all volunteers and the number of years of service by January 1st, 2009 he can send the request to Toronto for everyone who has 25 years of service.
6) It was also suggested that we as a zone recognize people who have 5, 10, 15 and 20 years of service and possibly list them in the booklet that is provided to each centre every year for the volunteers of the year.

7) For next year, Michelle would like to have the names of the volunteers of the year by February 1st because of the time that it takes to produce the books.  Some people didn’t provide the name until a few days before the banquets so it was a last minute rush to get the book completed.

8) If there are any changes to program directors Steve needs the names and contact information by August 1st.  If you can send the information to Karen as well, it would be greatly appreciated.
