Call to order

Called to order by Andrew Flynn (President) at 2:10 p.m.


Review of agenda and minutes from September (Andrew)

Andrew welcomed everybody and introduced himself as the appointed president from the last meeting in April.  Andrew read the agenda and it was accepted with the addition of an announcement of a Best Ball Tournament at West Park.  The minutes were accepted without changes (1st Caroline, 2nd Doris).


Financial Report (Lise)
Budget 
1) Lise read through the budget for the year.  She noted an error with the registration number, should have been 672 and not 675.  

2) We are renegotiating with a different supplier for the team shirts because we had to return the first batch of shirts last year because of the quality of the work performed (crooked lettering, miss-spelling of names, etc.).  

3) Lise thanked Michelle for printing all of the raffle tickets for free.  This saved the zone about $300.  

4) Since the Provincials are in Ottawa this year we will be saving about $3700 to send teams and families out of town.

Financial Report

1) Lise went over the financial report from September 1st, 2006 – September 1st, 2007.  

2) Lise put forward that we need to decide how much we should be putting into the National Account each year.  There was some confusion as to what the National Account was so she let everyone know that it is just an amount of money that is kept aside for the purpose of sending teams and their families to Nationals if we have any that qualify.  Previously John Lapensee had told Lise to put anything that is over $7000 into the account but Lise felt that it should be a group decision.  Marie suggested that we take 10% of the balance into the account every year.  Lise said that this was something we should review every year.
3) Motion (Steve):  We will put ½ of the $3700 we’re saving this year from Provincials and 10% of the balance (as a guideline) in future years.  Seconded: Marie.  The motion was carried.  The amount we will be adding to the account this year will be $1875.
4) Motion to accept the Financial Report: Cynthia.  Seconded: Shawn.  Motion was carried.


Zone Representative’s Address
Tournaments
1) Combo – Will be held in December (see tournament schedule).  It will be permissible starting next season to allow small centres to have mixed teams where there aren’t enough girls or boys to make a complete team.  So there is a possibility that a new division will be introduced.  Note the change in time for the zone round has been changed to 1:00 registration 1:30 start.
2) 4-Steps – There may be a possibility to combine 2 small houses to make a team where the registrations aren’t enough in each centre to make a team. Singles – centres do not have to have a qualifying house round.  The singles can be chosen based on average. The decision is up to the Program Director in each centre.  NOTE:  The Zone round for team is in February and not in April as in previous years.
3) Senior Mixed – Last year the bowlers were charged $22 to play, this year  it will be raised to $25 with $3.25 going back to the zone.  Need names at LEAST 1 week in advance preferably 2 weeks in advance.
4) There was a discussion about the number of games that are played in each tournament.  Senior Mixed – 5 games, Combo – 3 games, Family Twosome – 4 games, Bowler of the Year – Pee Wee – 2 games and the other divisions 3 games, Bill MacKenzie – 5 games, High Low Doubles – Pee Wee – 2 games and the other divisions 3 games.
5) Youth Challenge (Doris) – November 25th at Gratton Lanes in Smiths Falls.  Registration 9:30 and starts at 10:00.  Cost to enter $25 / bowler. Deadline for entry is: November 18th. Please send entries and averages as of November 4th to Doris at thumper_450@sympatico.ca. 
6) Annual Zone Strike 13 tournament.  Seniors and Juniors are eligible.  Format is Strike 13 POA.  Walkley November 11th, 9:30 registration, 10:00 start. $15 / 3 games.  If we can get 60 bowlers the top prize will be $100 and paying top 10 spots.  No buying strikes.  Send names and averages to Andrew by November 1st.  Registration cut-off date is October 27th.  Averages for bowlers will be from as of October 27th.
7) 4 Steps Provincials to be held in Zones X and R:  All boys singles and Senior Boys teams will be held at Walkley, Girls Singles will be held at West Park, Bantam Boys Teams will be held at Olympia Bowl (Cornwall), Bantam Girls, Junior Girls and Senior Girls teams will be held at Merivale, Junior Boys teams will be held at Gratton, The representatives from Toronto held a meeting after the Zone meeting to make the announcement and a presentation about what is required for the Provincials.
8) Barry suggested that we have a tournament to raise money to send bowlers to Bowling School in the summer.
· Record scores can now be entered into the National web site.  Program directors have passwords to enter this information.  We had a new record 5 game score at the 4 Steps last year by Chantal Renaud.
· Zone tournament apparel – All bowlers must either be wearing a shirt with the official YBC logo on it OR a shirt with a collar.  No hats will be allowed (unless for religious purposes). Program Director has final say on what is appropriate and what is not appropriate to wear at a tournament.
· There was a concern raised about whether iPods and other electronic music devices should be allowed during bowling.  There are currently no rules concerning this so Gisele suggested that we make a rule for the Zone.  Motion to disallow electronic devices such as iPods, cell phones and other devices not needed for medical reasons on the lanes during tournaments.  Motion was carried.
· The issue of bowling between games during tournaments was discussed and Steve said that he will make sure that the announcements for tournaments will contain a note about bowling between games.  If a bowler does throw balls between games they will be warned once and penalized on the second offence for disregarding the rules/authority.

· The lineage for all YBC tournaments is $2.75/game/bowler.  Pacer teams do not pay.

1) Elections – Vice President – Michelle Balcombe was nominated by Cynthia and seconded by Steve.  No other names were presented so Michelle won.
